He Charged Not God Foolishly 
	 Many good lessons can be learned from Job. To hear some of us talk 
today, you would think that we live far more perfectly than those of yesteryear. 
However, is this true? How many of us can measure up to the stature of Job?

	 God granted Satan power to test Job. Satan told God that Job had a 
hedge built around him and that God had blessed him abundantly. Satan said, 
“If you will allow me to remove what he has, then Job will curse you.” The 
permission was granted (Job 1:9-12).

	 Job’s possessions and children were destroyed. The Sabeans killed 
the oxen and donkeys of asses of Job. Fire destroyed the sheep and the 
servants. The Chaldeans carried away Job’s camels and slew the servants 
caring for them. Then came the destruction of all of Job’s children. All of this 
happened in one day.

	 Job resigned himself to God’s will. When he heard all of this he 
worshipped God. “And said, Naked came I out of my mother’s womb, and 
naked shall I return there; the Lord gave and the Lord has taken away; blessed 
be the name of the Lord. In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God foolishly” 
(Job 1:21-22).


Beware, lest we charge God foolishly. Do we blame God for the 
mistakes we make? Do we realize we are the creatures of God and not the 
creator? Do difficulty and misfortune strengthen us? Do we charge God 
foolishly? (charge God with wrong, NKJV)
